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Program Description

The Land Use Program collects data on what crops are grown on what parcels.  The Program is all funded by the General Fund.
The Water Use Program collects information from urban water utilities (PWSS). The Program is mostly funded by the General Fund.

CIMIS collects data to estimate crop evapotranspiration.  The Program is funded by a combination of special funds (ER? Surface renewal funds?) and General Funds.

Water Transfers and Drought do not pay their way.  They need annual data, and want what data the Regional Office collects kept up to date.

The Groundwater Program collects groundwater level measurements and maintains well logs.  There are some water quality measurements and sediment studies.
The groundwater level measurements are funded by General Fund and Water Quantity and Quality Fund (EWM).  The well logs are funded by the Water Quantity and Quality Fund.
The program needs to keep schedules for measuring groundwater levels; and manage the data when it gets back into the office.

The Bay Delta Office and the Future Water Supply Programs pay for some of the program.  For instance, the Water Transfers Program requires monthly monitoring for an entire year (until the groundwater level returns to the level before the transfers began).  This does not usually happen for a year.  The Future Water Supply Program will pick up these stations.
The Program needs to optimize it groundwater networks throughout the region.  The Program is working on a pilot project with San Joaquin County because there is a lot of monthly monitoring there.
There is a lot of work for the Program in t he Sacramento Valley (about 75 – 100 sites).  Sacramento Valley Water Management Program will pick up many of these sites.

The Program will also need to do a lot of outreach for CASGEM.

The Groundwater Water Quality ?
The Program does a fair amount of monitoring in the Delta with two projects.  The Bay Delta Office pays for monitoring of the South Delta Improvement for temporary barriers.  The Division of Environmental Services pays for Prospect Island restoration monitoring, and seepage to Ryer Island.  ?  There are plans to flood Ryer Island with State Water Project funds.

What about Surface Water?
Data Needs

The Groundwater Program needs to identify change in groundwater storage for all basins for the California Water Plan.  The same methodology needs to be used for all basins in all parts of the State.  Bill Brewster is currently working on this.
The Groundwater Program needs outreach and support for the CASGEM Program.  This would include data requests, providing well completion reports to locals, mapping state well numbers and such.  There is no on-going funding for this.

The Groundwater Program needs the DWR townships, ranges and sections in a GIS feature class so they can be used by everyone in DWR.

The Groundwater Program needs the well completion reports in an electronic format, so that they can be used by everyone in DWR.

The Groundwater Quality Program needs the field books on an ebook, so recording can be done in the field.

The Land and Water User Program has a few data needs.  Most of the data requests are handled through Headquarters.  The processing for most files is done by an old DOS program written by Steve Turner.  No one understands it.  The process needs to be upgraded.  The Program also needs to digitize all of its old maps.  Some of the maps are from the 1940s. Many are falling apart.
